The YBP Adult Awards Program is an efficient and automatic way for academic libraries to acquire award-winning books. This program complements the YBP Children’s Awards Book Program, a service popular for many years with libraries who have relied upon it to acquire important children’s books, such as Newbery and Caldecott winners.

Our Adult Awards Program covers prominent awards such as the Pulitzer Prizes, National Book Awards, and National Book Critics Circle Awards, as well as selected specialized awards including the Hugo Awards for science fiction, and the Edgar Awards for mysteries. YBP also covers major awards from Canada and Australia; as well as prominent British and Irish awards, such as Costa (formerly Whitbread), Man Booker and the International IMPAC Dublin Literary Award.
New to the program this year are the various PEN awards in fiction and nonfiction.  They include the Ackerley Prize, Hemingway Foundation Award and the Jacqueline Bograd Weld Award for Biography. From the American History Association, the John H. Dunning Prize and Morris D. Forkosch Prize have been added. You’ll find all of the new awards indicated in the list below.
How the Program Works

A library may enroll in the YBP Adult Awards Program at any time with a completed Profile Specification form. Libraries may elect coverage for any or all Award categories. For each, libraries can choose to receive automatic shipment of books, or eSlips, which can be used to place orders for selected titles.

We will monitor Award shipments for duplication against YBP U.S. and U.K. firm order, approval, and continuations shipments, and against other YBP award shipments (for titles winning multiple awards). Libraries can opt to receive multiple copies for any award category.
Libraries may choose to have Award books billed and shipped on an existing YBP sub-account, at normal discount, or may prefer to have Award books billed and shipped on a new, separate sub-account.

Libraries electing coverage for British or Irish awards will need to have a YBP U.K. account. U.S., Australian, and Canadian awards require a YBP U.S. account.

AAG: Globe Book Award.  One title per year. Sponsored by the Association of American Geographers. This prize for public understanding of geography is awarded annually to the book that conveys most powerfully the nature and importance of geography to the non-academic world.
AAG: John Brinckerhoff Jackson Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association of American Geographers. The Jackson Prize was established to encourage and reward American geographers who write books about the United States which convey the insights of professional geography in language that is interesting and attractive to a lay audience.

AAG: Meridian Book Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association of American Geographers. Honors the outstanding scholarly work in geography, a book that makes an unusually important contribution to advancing the science and art of geography.

AAHM: William H. Welch Medal. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Association for the History of Medicine.  Awarded to a book of outstanding scholarly merit in the field of medical history published during the five calendar years preceding the award.

AAR Awards. Analytical-Descriptive Studies, Constructive-Reflective Studies, Historical Studies. Three titles per year. Sponsored by the American Academy of Religion. These Awards for Excellence give recognition to new scholarly publications that make significant contributions to the study of religion, honoring works that affect how religion is examined, understood, and interpreted.

AAR: Best First Book in the History of Religions. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Academy of Religion. This award was established by the American Council of Learned Societies in 1891 and is now administered by the AAR, to honor an exceptional first book on historical or comparative methodological questions in the field of religion.

AAS: Ananda Kentish Coomaraswamy Book Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association for Asian Studies. Honors the best English-language work in South Asian studies. 

AAS: Harry J. Benda Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association for Asian Studies. Given annually to an outstanding newer scholar from any discipline or country specialization of Southeast Asian studies. 

AAS: John Whitney Hall Book Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association for Asian Studies.  Awarded for an outstanding English language book published on Japan or Korea during the previous year. 

AAS: Joseph Levenson Prizes. Two titles per year. Sponsored by the Association for Asian Studies.  Two awards for nonfiction scholarly books on China, one focused on China before 1900 and the other for works on post-1900 China.

ABA: Silver Gavel Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Bar Association.  The Gavel Awards recognize entries from various communications media that have been exemplary in furthering the American public's understanding of law and the legal system. YBP will cover the book winners only.

ACA: John G. Cawelti Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Culture Association. An award for the outstanding book in American culture studies.

ACRL Oberly Award. One title every two years. Sponsored by the Association of College and Research Libraries. This biennial award is given in odd-numbered years for the best English-language bibliography in the field of agriculture or a related science.

AHA: Atlantic History Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association. Recognizes outstanding historical writing that explores aspects of integration of Atlantic worlds before the 20th century.

AHA: Beveridge Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association. The best book in English on the history of the United States, Latin America or Canada from 1492 to the present.

AHA: George L. Mosse Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association. Awarded for an outstanding major work of extraordinary scholarly distinction, creativity and originality in the intellectual and cultural history of Europe since the Renaissance.

AHA: George Louis Beer Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  Recognition of outstanding historical writing on any phase of European international history since 1895.

AHA: Herbert Baxter Adams Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  For a distinguished first book by a young scholar in the field of European history.

AHA: Howard R. Marraro Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  Awarded for the best book on Italian history in any epoch, for Italian cultural history or in Italian-American relations.

AHA: James Henry Breasted Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.   Awarded for the best book in English on any field of history prior to the year 1000 A.D.

AHA: Joan Kelly Memorial Prize in Women's History. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.   Awarded for the book in women's history and/or feminist theory that best reflects the high intellectual and scholarly ideals exemplified by the life and work of Joan Kelly.

AHA: John H. Dunning Prize. One title biennially. Sponsored by the American History Association. Recognizes a young scholar for an outstanding monograph in manuscript or in print on any subject relating to United States history. It must be the author’s first or second book. 

AHA: John K. Fairbank Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  Awarded for the best work on the history of China, Vietnam, Chinese Central Asia, Mongolia, Manchuria, Korea or Japan since the year 1800.

AHA: Leo Gershoy Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  Honors the most outstanding work published in English on any aspect of 17th and 18th century European history.

AHA: Morris D. Forkosch Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association. Recognizes the best book in English in the field of British, British Imperial or British Commonwealth history since 1485. Submission of books relating to the shared common law heritage of the English-speaking world are particularly encouraged.
AHA: Russell Major Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association.  Awarded for the best work in English on any aspect of French history.

AHA: Wesley-Logan Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American History Association & Association for the Study of African American Life and History. Awarded to an outstanding book on some aspect of the history of the dispersion, settlement, and adjustment, and the return of peoples originally from Africa.

ALA Notable Book List. 25 titles per year. Sponsored by the American Library Association Notable Books Council. Awarded “to make available to the nation’s readers a list of 25 very good, very readable, and at times very important fiction, nonfiction, and poetry books for the adult reader.”

ALAA: Book Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Association for Latin American Art. The best scholarly book published on the art of Latin America from the Pre-Columbian era to the present.
APSA/Gladys M. Kammerer Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Political Science Association. The best scholarly book on U.S. national policy.
APSA/Ralph J. Bunche Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Political Science Association. The best scholarly book about ethnic and cultural pluralism.

APSA/Richard E. Neustadt Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Political Science Association. The best scholarly book on the U.S. presidency.
APSA/Victoria Schuck Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Political Science Association. The best scholarly book on women and politics.
APSA/Woodrow Wilson Foundation Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Political Science Association.  The best scholarly book on government, politics or international affairs.

ARSC Awards. 10 titles per year. Sponsored by the Association for Recorded Sound Collections.  Awards in several categories recognizing outstanding writing and research about recorded sound. YBP will handle print monographs only.
Arthur C. Clarke Award. England. One title per year. Sponsored by the Serendip Foundation. Britain’s most prestigious award for science fiction.
ASLH: Littleton-Griswold Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Society for Legal History & the American Historical Association.  The best book in any subject on the history of American law and society.
Bancroft Prize. Two-three titles per year. Sponsored by Columbia University. For distinguished works in American history (including biography), and/or diplomacy.

BBC Four Samuel Johnson Prize for Nonfiction. England. One title per year, six titles on shortlist, 20 on longlist. Sponsored by BBC Four. Celebrating the variety and originality of contemporary U.K. nonfiction publishing.  

BCBP: British Columbia Book Prizes.  Canada. Four titles per year.  Sponsored by British Columbia. Prizes celebrating the achievements of British Columbia writers and publishers, administered and awarded by members of a non-profit society who represent all facets of the publishing and writing community.
BHC: Hagley Prize in Business History. One title per year. Sponsored by the Business History Conference.  An award for the best book in business history.
Black Caucus Literature Awards. Three titles per year, four-eight honors. Sponsored by the American Library Association Black Caucus. To recognize excellence in adult fiction and nonfiction by African-American authors.
Bram Stoker Awards. Four-eight titles per year. Sponsored by the Horror Writers’ Association.  Recognizing superior achievement in the horror field, with the rules "deliberately designed to make ties fairly probable." Awards given for first novels, novels, nonfiction and poetry collections.
California Book Awards. Five titles per year. Sponsored by the Bank of the West and administered by the Commonwealth Club. The award honors the exceptional literary merit of California writers in the following categories: Fiction, Nonfiction, Poetry and Californiana. 

CBHL: Annual Literature Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Council on Botanical and Horticultural Libraries. Given to both the author and publisher of a work that makes a significant contribution to the literature of botany or horticulture.

CFR: Arthur Ross Book Award. Gold & Silver Medals. Two titles per year. Sponsored by the Council on Foreign Relations. Recognizes books that make an outstanding contribution to the understanding of foreign policy or international relations.

Charles Taylor Prize for Literary Nonfiction. Canada. Three-five titles per year. Sponsored by the Charles Taylor Prize Jury. Awarded to the author whose book best combines an excellent command of the English language, an elegance of style, quality of thought and a subtlety of perception. YBP covers the finalists and winner.
Costa Book Awards. England. Four titles per year, 16 on the shortlist. Sponsored by Costa Coffee, in partnership with the Booksellers Association, the National Reading Campaign, Amazon.co.uk and the Chartered Institute of Library and Information Professionals. Identifying and celebrating the most enjoyable books published in the U.K. in four categories, novel, first novel, biography, and poetry, and selecting one Book of the Year from these winners. Formerly the Whitbread Awards.

CTLP: Heartland Prize. Two titles per year. Sponsored by the Chicago Tribune. Two prizes honor a novel and a book of nonfiction embodying the spirit of the nation's heartland.

Dylan Thomas Prize. U.K. One title per year, six shortlist, 14 long-list. Sponsored by the University of Wales. Awarded for the best published or produced literary work in the English language by a writer of any nationality under 30. 
Edgar Award. Four titles per year, 20 nominees. Sponsored by the Mystery Writers of America. Awarded to authors of distinguished works in various mystery genres.
Forward Poetry Prizes. England. Two titles per year, 10 on the shortlist. Sponsored by the Forward Arts Foundation. Awarded for the U.K.’s best poetry collection and best first collection.

Frederick Douglass Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by Richard Gilder & Lewis Lehrman. The most respected of the major awards for the study of the black experience, the Prize is awarded to the year's best nonfiction book on slavery, resistance and/or abolition.

FT & Goldman Sachs Business Book of the Year. One title per year. Sponsored by the Financial Times and Goldman Sachs.  Presented to the book that provides "the most compelling and enjoyable insight into modern business issues."
George Wittenborn Memorial Book Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Art Libraries Society of North America. Presented to publications demonstrating excellence in art publishing.

Giller Prize. Canada. One title per year. Sponsored by the Jack Rabinovitch, with the Giller Prize Jury. The best Canadian novel or short story collection published in English.

Governor General's Literary Awards. Canada. One title per category per year for the winners. Five finalists per category. Sponsored by the Canada Council for the Arts. Awarded for best Canadian writing in fiction, poetry, drama, translations and nonfiction. YBP will cover only the English-language awards. 

Griffin Poetry Prizes. Canada. One title per category per year for the winners. Three-four shortlist titles per category. Sponsored by the Griffin Trust. Hurston/Wright Legacy Awards: Debut Fiction, Fiction, Nonfiction, Poetry. Four titles per year. Sponsored by the Zora Neale Hurston/Richard Wright Foundation.  The first national award presented to published writers of African descent from any area of the Diaspora, by the national community of Black writers.

International IMPAC Dublin Literary Award.  Ireland. One title per year, eight on shortlist. Sponsored by the Dublin City Municipal Government and the IMPAC Corporation. Administered by Dublin City Public Libraries, to promote quality literature on an international basis. Libraries in major cities throughout the world make the nominations. The award is open to works of fiction written in or translated into English.  

John Llewellyn Rhys Prize. U.K. One title per year, six shortlist. Sponsored by the Booktrust. Founded 68 years ago to honor the eponymous writer who was killed in action during WWII. Open to British and Commonwealth writers of fiction, nonfiction and poetry under 35.

JBFA Book Awards.  13 titles per year. Sponsored by the James Beard Foundation. Awarded to outstanding U.S. or Canadian books on food and beverage, in various categories.

Lambda Literary Awards.  21 titles per year. Sponsored by the Lambda Literary Foundation. These awards recognize and honor the best in lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender literature.

Lillian Smith Book Awards. Three-five titles per year. Sponsored by the Southern Regional Council. Recognize and encourage outstanding writing about the American South, carrying on Smith's legacy of elucidating the condition of racial and social inequity and proposing  a vision of justice and human understanding.
Lionel Gelber Prize. Canada. One title per year. Sponsored by the Munk Centre for International Studies. Honors the excellence of those who think and write about the local and global forces of change in international relations.

L.L. Winship Awards. One title per category annually. Established by The Boston Globe and co-sponsored by PEN New England, These awards recognize the best book of fiction, nonfiction and poetry by a New England author or with a New England setting.

Los Angeles Times Book Prizes. Nine titles per year. Sponsored by the Los Angeles Times. The LA Times awards book prizes in several categories, to promote literacy and education for the benefit of people across Southern California.

Man Booker Prize. England. One title per year, six on the shortlist, 22 on the longlist. Sponsored by the Booker Foundation & the Man Group, London. Awarded for the very best contemporary world fiction.
MLA: Aldo & Jeanne Scaglione Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. This prize is awarded for an outstanding scholarly work in the field of comparative literary studies.

MLA: James Russell Lowell Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. For an outstanding literary or linguistic study, a critical edition of an important work or a critical biography. Open to studies dealing with literary theory, media, cultural history and interdisciplinary topics.

MLA: Katherine Singer Kovacs Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. An outstanding book published in English in the field of Latin American and Spanish literatures and cultures.

MLA: Mina P. Shaughnessy Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. For a work in the fields of language, culture, literacy or literature with strong application to the teaching of English.

MLA: Prize for Independent Scholars. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. For a scholarly book in the field of English  or other modern languages and literatures.

MLA: U.S. Latina/Latino & Chicana/Chicano Literary and Cultural Studies. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. For an outstanding scholarly study in any language of the U.S. Latina and Latino or Chicana and Chicano literature or culture.

MLA: William Sanders Scarborough Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Modern Language Association. For an outstanding study of Black American literature or culture.

MSA Book Prize. One title per year, four shortlist, given to a book that makes a significant contribution to modernist studies.
Mythopoeic Fantasy Award for Adult Literature Winner. One title per year. Sponsored by the Mythopoeic Society.  Given to the fantasy book that best exemplifies the spirit of the "Inklings," the informal Oxford literary circle that included J.R.R. Tolkein, C.S. Lewis and Charles Williams.

NAPA: Louis Brownlow Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the National Academy of Public Administration. For an outstanding work on a significant development, a government agency's performance or another public administration or public policy topic.

NASSH: Book Award in Sport History. One title per year. Sponsored by the North American Society for Sport History. Given for a distinguished book written in English on any aspect of sport history, without chronological or geographic restriction.

National Academies Communication Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the National Academies. The Communication Awards honor excellence in reporting and communicating science, engineering, technology, medicine and/or interdisciplinary research to the general public. YBP will cover the book award only.

National Book Awards: Fiction, Nonfiction, Poetry. One title per category for winners and two finalists per category, annually.  Sponsored by the National Book Foundation. Awards “enhance the public's awareness of exceptional books written by fellow Americans.”  

National Book Critics Circle Awards. Five titles per year, 20 finalists. Sponsored by the National Book Critics Circle. To honor the finest books published in English (including translations) in the United States.

NCTE: CCCC Outstanding Book Award. One-two titles per year. Sponsored by the National Council of Teachers of English Conference on College Composition and Communication. Presented for a book published that makes an outstanding contribution to composition and communication studies.

Nebula Awards. One title per year, six nominees. Sponsored by the Science Fiction and Fantasy Writers of America. For the best science fiction or fantasy novel.

NJBA (National Jewish Book Awards). 14 titles per year. Sponsored by the Jewish Book Council.  Honoring the best and most important works in Jewish literature.

OAH: Avery O. Craven Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Awarded for the most original book on the coming of the Civil War, the Civil War years or the Era of Reconstruction with the exception of works of purely military history.

OAH: Ellis W. Hawley Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Given for the best book-length historical study of the political economy, politics or institutions of the United States, in its domestic or international affairs, from the Civil War to the present.

OAH: Frederick Jackson Turner Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Given for an author's first book on some significant phase of American history.

OAH: James A. Rawley Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Honors a book dealing with the history of race relations in the United States.

OAH: Liberty Legacy Foundation Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Given for the best book on any historical aspect of the struggle for civil rights in the United States from the nation's founding to the present.

OAH: Merle Curti Award. One-two titles per year. Sponsored by the Organization of American Historians. Given for the best book in social, intellectual and/or cultural history.  The committee may decide to award two books, one in social and/or cultural history and one in intellectual and/or cultural history.
OMC: Trillium Book Awards. General Winner, Poetry Winner. Canada. Two titles per year. Sponsored by the Ontario Ministry of Culture. The Ontario government established this award to recognize excellence and foster increased public awareness of the quality and diversity of Ontario writers and writing.
Orange Prize for Fiction. U.K. One title per year, six on shortlist, 20 on longlist. Sponsored by Orange Mobile Communications. To promote women writers to as wide a range of male and female readers as possible. Novels must be by women of any nationality, written in English, and published in Britain.

Orange Award for New Writers. U.K. One title per year, three on shortlist. Sponsored by Orange Mobile in partnership with Arts Council England, the award celebrates emerging female literary talent and evidence of future potential. Open to all first works of fiction, including novels, short story collections and novellas, written by women of any age or nationality and published in the U.K.
Orwell Prize. U.K. One title per year, six on shortlist, 18 long-list. Sponsored by The Political Quarterly, Reuters, the Media Standards Trust and Richard Blair. The Orwell Prize is the pre-eminent British Prize for political writing, awarded to the book which is judged to have best achieved George Orwell’s aim to ‘make political writing into an art’. The definition of politics is broad and can include political and moral dilemmas, ideas and history, as well as issues of public policy, social and cultural concerns.

PBKS: Christian Gauss Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Phi Beta Kappa Society. Offered for books in the field of literary scholarship or criticism. 

PBKS: Ralph Waldo Emerson Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Phi Beta Kappa Society. Offered for scholarly studies that contribute significantly to interpretations of the intellectual and cultural condition of humanity. 

PEN/Ackerley Prize. U.K. One title per year, five on shortlist. Sponsored by English PEN. Since, 1982 the prize has been endowed in memory of Joe Ackerley, long-time editor of The Listener magazine, for a literary autobiography of excellence by a British author, published in the previous year. 

PEN Award for Poetry in Translation. One title per year, two finalists.  Sponsored by the PEN American Center. For a distinguished translation of poetry from any language into English.

PEN/Open Book Award. Five titles per year. Sponsored by the PEN American Center. The award recognizes authors of color who have not received wide media coverage. U.S. residency or citizenship is not required. Works of fiction, literary nonfiction, biography/memoir and other works of literary character are strongly preferred by the judges.

PEN/Book-of-the-Month Club Translation Prize. One title per year, two finalists. Sponsored by the PEN American Center and the Book-of-the-Month Club. Given in recognition of the art of the literary translator, honoring book-length translations from any language into English.
PEN/Faulkner Award for Fiction. One title per year, two finalists.  Sponsored by the PEN American Center. The best work of fiction by an American author.
PEN/Hemingway Foundation Award. One title per year.  Sponsored by the Ernest Hemingway Foundation. The award is given for a novel or book of short stories by an American author who has not previously published a book of fiction.  
PEN/Jacqueline Bograd Weld Award for Biography. One title per year.  Sponsored by the PEN American Center. The award is given to the author of a distinguished biography.

PEN/Robert Bingham Fellowship. One winner, two finalists per year.  Sponsored by the PEN American Center.  

The fellowship honors exceptional debut works of fiction as a novel or collection of short stories. 

Phi Beta Kappa Award in Science. One title per year. Sponsored by the Phi Beta Kappa Society. Offered for outstanding contributions by scientists to the literature of science, to encourage literate and scholarly interpretations of the physical and biological sciences and mathematics.

PTA Ferro-Grumley Award for LGBT fiction. One title per year. Sponsored by the Publishing Triangle. Recognizing excellence and experiment in literary fiction.

PTA: Judy Grahn Award for Lesbian Nonfiction. One title per year. Sponsored by the Publishing Triangle. Recognizes the best nonfiction book affecting lesbian lives.

PTA: Randy Shilts Award for Gay Nonfiction. One title per year. Sponsored by the Publishing Triangle. Recognizing the best nonfiction book for gay men.

Pulitzer Prizes in Letters.  Five titles per year, 10 finalists. Sponsored by the Pulitzer Prize Board. To honor books by American writers, preferably about American themes, in the categories of fiction, poetry, history, biography and general nonfiction.
QPLA: Queensland Premier’s Literary Awards. Australia. Five titles per year. Sponsored by the Queensland Premier. Inaugurated by Premier Peter Beattie in 1999, the Queensland Premier's Literary Awards have grown to become a leading literary awards program in Australia, offering awards in several categories.
Royal Society Prize for Science Books.  England. One title per year, six on shortlist. Sponsored by The Royal Society. Awarded to a title published in the U.K., to encourage the writing, publishing and reading of good and accessible popular science books. Formerly the Aventis Prize.
SAM: Irving Lowens Memorial Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society for American Music. The best book in the field of American music.

Scribes Book Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Society for Writers on Legal Subjects. An award for the best work of legal scholarship published during the previous year.

SDHS: de la Torre Bueno Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society of Dance History Scholars.  Awarded to a book that advances the field of dance studies.
SEM: Alan P. Merriam Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society of Ethnomusicology. Recognizing the most distinguished monograph in the field of ethnomusicology.
SHA: Victor Turner Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the American Anthropological Association Society for Humanistic Anthropology. Recognizes an innovative book in ethnographic writing that reopens anthropology to the human subject.
SHARP: DeLong Book History Book Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society for the History of Authorship, Reading and Publishing. Awarded for the best book on any aspect of the creation, dissemination or uses of script or print in the previous year.
SHOT: Edelstein Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society for the History of Technology. An outstanding scholarly book in the history of technology.

SHOT: Sally Hacker Prize. One title per year. Sponsored by the Society for the History of Technology. Awarded for the best popular book in the history of technology.

Spur Awards. Six titles per year. Sponsored by the Western Writers of America. Given for distinguished writing about the American West, in six categories.
SSHA: Allan Sharlin Memorial Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Social Science History Association. Presented for an outstanding book in social science history. 

SWBA: Barbara Gittings Literature Award, Israel Fishman Nonfiction Award. Two titles per year. Sponsored by the American Library Association Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgendered Roundtable. The two Stonewall Book Awards are presented for outstanding lesbigay works, and are the first and most enduring awards of their type. 
T.S. Eliot Prize. England. One title per year, 10 on the shortlist. Sponsored by the Poetry Book Society. Awarded to the best collection of new poetry published in the U.K. and Ireland.

Walter P. Kistler Book Award. One title per year. Sponsored by the Foundation for the Future. Recognizes science-based books that significantly increase the knowledge and understanding of the public regarding subjects that will shape the future of our species.

Warwick Prize for Writing. U.K. One title per year, six on shortlist. Sponsored by the University of Warwick. Launched in 2009, the biennial prize crosses all disciplines and is awarded for an excellent and substantial piece of writing in the English language, in any genre or form, on a theme which changes with every award. 

Western Australian Premier's Book Awards.  Australia. Three titles per year. Sponsored by the State Library of Western Australia. Annual literary awards in several categories are given by the Western Australian Government to honor and celebrate the literary achievements of Western Australian writers.

World Fantasy Award. One title per year.  Sponsored by the World Fantasy Convention. Given for the best novel in fantasy or horror.

WTC: Hilary Weston Writers’ Trust Prize for Nonfiction. Canada. One title per year. Sponsored by the Writer's Trust of Canada. A work of nonfiction showing the highest literary merit.

WTC: Rogers Writers' Trust Fiction Prize. Canada. One title per year. Sponsored by the Writer's Trust of Canada. Recognizes Canadian writers of exceptional talent for the year's best novel or short story collection.

WTC: Shaughnessy Cohen Award for Political Writing. Canada. One title per year. Sponsored by the Writer's Trust of Canada. Presented for a nonfiction book of outstanding literary merit that enlarges the understanding of contemporary Canadian political and social issues.
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
